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Message by President

Since January 2020, the whole world has been disrupted
by the COVID-19 pandemic. Most of our plans and
activities at the Federation have been postponed or even
cancelled. Fortunately, we were able to carry out some of
our activities after putting in some extra Safe Management
Measures (SMMs).

In 2020, we organised the Election of the 27th Management

Committee (MC) under very strict SMMs (see Pg3). Of the 137 Ordinary Members and 149 Associate Members,
130 and 142 respectively sent their representative to vote on behalf of their organisations. These voting rates of
94.9% and 95.3% set new records for MC elections which usually ranged from 50% to 70%. The Annual General
Meeting of Members which followed was conducted via online Zoom platform.

To help our member organisations hit by the pandemic, the Federation worked with Sport Singapore, MCCY and
People’s Association to make Caiqing activities / Lion Dance performances possible during 2021 CNY under a special
pilot framework with strict SMMs. The Caiqing Permits helped 127 member organisations raise some operating
funds when they conducted 1,378 activities in allowed venues such as Offices, Factories, Shops in mega Shopping
Centres, Temples, Hotels, and educational institutions. For 2022 CNY, 153 member organisations conducted a total
of 2,075 Caiqing activities (Pg 20).

COVID restrictions such as those on travel had resulted in suspension of all international Wushu competitions. The
Federation then supported its athletes to take part in online competitions and achieving outstanding results (Pg 8).

The National Wushu and Sanda Championship 2021 was also organised under strict SMMs. Held over nine days
from 15 to 23 December 2021, it attracted some 800 participants, from 44 Wushu organisations, who enrolled in 160
competition events with total participation of 1,500. This year 2022, with ease of restriction, records of the various
indicators were broken: 75 organisations, 1,686 athletes, 334 competition events and a total participation of 2,920.

With some improvements in the situations of COVID-19 pandemic and easing of some of the restrictions in
2022, more physical activities could be held, including the NSG 2022 (Wushu competitions) in May and Aug, the
Traditional Wushu National Day celebration performance in Aug and the 26th Ngee Ann City National Lion Dance
Championship in Sep. Our athletes also participated and achieved very good results at overseas competitions such as
the 31st South East Asian Games in Vietnam with 2 Gold, 3 Silver and 3 Bronze (Pg 12-15) in May; World Games
2022 in USA and the 20th ASEAN University Games in Thailand (Pg 9) both in July; and the 8th World Junior
Wushu Championship in Indonesia with 3 Gold, 7 Silver and 4 Bronze (Pg 18-19) in Dec 2022.

Our deepest appreciations go all individuals and organisations who have helped us in our achievements. May
I thank Minister S. Iswaran, Minister Edwin Tong, Speaker of Parliament and SNOC Chairman Mr Tan Chuan
Jin; MOS Low Yen Ling, SPS Mr Eric Chua PBM, for their presence at competition sites to present prizes to
the winners and giving words of encouragement to all athletes; Advisers and Members of our MC; Athletes and
parents; Coaches and Judges; sponsors, supporters; our Secretariat Office and our partners - Sport Singapore,
MCCY and the People’s Association.
